Health Behaviors of School-Aged Children Survey:
The Health Behaviors of School-Aged Children (HBSC) survey is an international survey, completed by 40 countries, administered every four years to gather data on health and its determinants in populations of young people. The objective of this survey is to gain insights on the health attitudes, behaviors and lifestyles of youth aged 11-15 years.  Yukon has participated twice, the first survey was conducted in 2010 and the latest March 2014.  The report includes a breakdown of urban and rural Yukon children.  Over 1300 Yukon students participated in the study.

Yukon Education is partnering with H&SS to hold classroom session on Thursday January 28th. Our Grade 8-11 students will learn more about the Health Education Survey Results with Stacey Burnard and Liza Manolis. Sessions will run from 10 -12:00 and 1-2:30 p.m. 
There will also be a community forum to discuss the results. Parents and community are welcome to attend the evening sessions from 5:00-6:00pm in Room 4.
